Hadham Ford vulnerable to flooding 
from three watercourses

Å 72 properties at risk of river flooding 
with first properties at risk from 20% 
annual chance event

Å Six extensive flooding events 
between 1947 and 2014.

Å Past studies showed standalone 
flood alleviation options were 
unaffordable

Å Partnership enabled a flood 
alleviation a scheme to be built

Å Benefits all properties at 

risk of river flooding up to 

a 1% annual chance 

event with climate 

change allowance
